Numeracy
This term P1 will be focusing on number formation using number zoo stories and counting on and back from different numbers. 
P2 will begin with some revision of number bonds to 20 and continue to work on mental maths strategies using Big Maths ‘Beat That’ Challenges.
We will also be using the great outdoors for addition and subtraction as much as possible.
Literacy
[bookmark: _GoBack]This term P1 will be introduced to initial phonemes and common words through the Active Literacy scheme. They will learn two new sounds a week with 3 or 4 common words. The children will participate in a range of practical and creative ways to write letters and words.
P2 will be building on their knowledge of phonemes and words and continue to use Active Literacy to begin to use double phonemes or ‘friendly letters’. They will also still have common words to learn each week.

A great resource to use is called Reading Eggs, it builds up phonetic awareness and supports reading.
