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SUBJECT 
DESCRIPTION 

The purpose of History is to provide pupils with insights into their own lives 
and the society in which they live. By examining the past, they discover their 
heritage as members of a community, a country and a wider world. They place 
themselves and their society in the context of the past. This purpose will be 
achieved through successful study of the three Units of the Course which 
cover Scottish, British, European and World contexts in a variety of time 
periods, including Medieval, Early Modern and Later Modern. 

 
The main aims of this Course are to: 
◆ develop pupils’ conceptual understanding and foster their ability to think 
independently 
◆ enable pupils to acquire breadth and depth in their knowledge and 
understanding of historical themes 
◆ develop pupils’ skills of explaining historical developments and events, 
evaluating historical sources and drawing conclusions 
◆ develop pupils’ imagination and empathy with people living in other periods 
◆ encourage pupils to debate issues and, on the basis of evidence, form views 
and respect those of others 
◆ foster in pupils an interest in history which will enhance understanding of
